1 can chickpeas or garbanzo beans OR 1 can chicken, salmon or tuna

8 ounces penne pasta  

3 Tbsp. prepared basil pesto  

3 Tbsp. Mayonnaise  

2 Tbsp. lemon juice  

Ground black pepper to taste  

1 can chickpeas or garbanzo beans, drained OR 1 can chicken, salmon or   

tuna, drained and flaked  

2 Tbsp. grated Parmesan cheese  

2 Tbsp. walnuts toasted(optional)   
 

Cook penne according to package  directions. Drain and rinse with cold water 
until completely cool.   Combine cooked pasta, basil pesto, mayonnaise, 

lemon juice and black pepper in medium bowl. Add drained 
chickpeas/canned meat. Garnish with cheese and walnuts.
